multiply…”

God’s Word created the physical world
(Heb 11:3, Ps 33:6-9, Jhn 1:1)

God’s Word sustains the physical world
(Heb 1:3, 2 Pet 3:5-7)



"For as the rain and the snow come down from 
heaven, and do not return there without 

watering the earth and making it bear and 
sprout, and furnishing seed to the sower and 
bread to the eater; so will My word be which 

goes forth from My mouth; it will not return to 
Me empty, without accomplishing what I 

desire, and without succeeding in the matter 
for which I sent it.” (Isa 55:10-11)



God’s Word is the most potent tool
in His arsenal

• Miracles didn’t save the Israelites (see 1 Cor 10:1f)
• A dead man coming back from the grave isn’t 

enough to cause faith in people (see Lk 16:27-31)
• Jesus rebuked people who had seen the signs 

because it hadn’t changed their hearts (Jhn 6:26, 63)



How powerful is the Word of God?

It is God’s chosen instrument to bring salvation – Romans 1:16
It is the thing the apostles suffered to bring to the world – 2 Tim 1:8-9
It can compensate for a poor speaker – 1 Cor 2:4-5
It can separate the good from the bad – 1 Cor 1:18-19
It can force a man to examine himself clearly – Heb 4:12
It can work a work in you without you even realizing it – 1 Thess 2:13
It is the method by which God calls people to Him – John 6:44-45
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
